People | haven’t seen in The
Hope Shop for a long time are returning because
they just can’t seem to make ends meet.

He has chosen me and sent
me to bring good news to the poor, to heal the
broken-hearted....If everyone who reads this article
donates just 2-3 food items to The Hope Shop, we
could restock the shelves and help those who are
really struggling right here in our own community.
